Sequence of Events:

The case blank is extracted from the magazine
with vacuum cups and formed by a retracting
squaring arm. The rear minor flap is rotated 90°.
The case is then transferred into the dual belt
drives where it is transported across the tape
head.

The bottom sealed case is then discharged on

to the Ergopack case conveyor and presented to
the operator(s). The operator(s) then packs from
the product conveyor into the waiting case.

Once the case is filled, the operator swipes the
finger switch to advance the case into the case
sealer where the top flaps are closed and the
case is sealed by pressure sensitive tape. As a
filled case advances to the case sealer, a new
case is presented to the operator from the case
erector.

Optional methods of case closure include hot
melt glue and staples.
